This work is to be done in exercise books, not on a computer.

Task:

In your own words, describe the actions William took to establish his control over England between 1066 and 1071.

Write about 250 words.
Notes:

Do not worry too much about the number of words – the quality of what you write is more important.  250 words is a guide only.  Less than 200, though, is probably too short!
Concentrate only on what is required in the task.  I do not want or need to know about anything else!  

Use “133” as a starting point and read the relevant section.  If you want, you could look on the internet or in a History book – but do not download information and just copy it in to your essay.  I will always know if you have done that.  

Before you start, set out your main ideas in rough.  What are the things you think should be mentioned? 

Do not paste any photos or pictures into your work please and do not decorate your work in any way: a simple underlined heading (the exact words of the task as shown above) is all I need.

How will I measure the success of the essay?  Three things:

· Neatness and Presentation (always, always important)

· Thoughtfulness – is it clear you have read about the topic, planned well and made sensible points?

· Accuracy – in History it is important to say things that can be backed up: don’t make anything up!

· Relevance – you have been given the task – do not wander off the subject – stick to the point.

Writing a good essay is not easy – it needs practice, repetition and hard work.  Year 7 is a good time to learn and develop the basic skills.
