INFORMATION FOR PARENTS

Pupils with Statements

Grindon Hall is happy to accept children with statements provided that we can reasonably meet their needs.  Typically we will have several such children, with a range of needs, in school.  The Curriculum Support Department, staffed by Mrs Suchak and Mrs Dobinson, oversees the provision for pupils with statements.  Regular liaison takes place with the relevant local authorities and appropriate professionals are consulted as necessary.  Annual Reviews are held, strong relationships developed with parents and IEPs (Individual Education Plans) are designed, maintained and reviewed.

Pupils for whom English is an additional language

We will provide all reasonable support for children whose first language is not English.   Our small classes enable all children to settle in quickly and although children in this particular situation have considerably more difficulties than others our experience is that they, too, settle in well.  

The Curriculum Support department will discuss the needs of the child with the parents and formulate a plan to help the child adapt.  This may involve withdrawal from lessons on a limited basis.  We have a number of staff who are TEFL qualified and could help if necessary.  In general we are a small enough school to be able to be reasonably flexible in this area.
